CPCA will disburse $17.75 million to community
health center partners across the state in support of Medi-Cal outreach, enroliment, renewal, utilization, and
troubleshooting to support Medi-Cal enrollment and retention:

“CPCA is excited to partner with the Department of Health Care Services (DHCS) on this vital program dedicated
to enrolling and retaining eligible patients in the Medi-Cal Program. With Medi-Cal's redetermination and launch
of the adult expansion, our state is at a critical moment and working hard to ensure that every individual,
regardless of economic or immigration status, has access to care. The essential support provided by the CPCA
Medi-Cal Health Navigator Project is a crucial step towards achieving health equity in the state of California.”

This is the first State funded project dedicated exclusively to community health center’s Medi-Cal enroliment
and retention efforts and is the result of funds advocated by CPCA Advocates, regional clinic associations, and
community health centers through the FY2023-2024 state budget cycle.

The CPCA Medi-Cal Health Navigator Project will support California’s Medi-Cal redetermination and expansion
goals through 2025 and will play a critical role in helping thousands of individuals maintain their Medi-Cal

coverage. In addition, it will support the Medi-Cal Adult Expansion that commenced on January 1, 2024, which
allows enrolled adults ages 26-49 to access full scope Medi-Cal services, regardless of their immigration status.
